PUBLIC NOTICE

Pumpco Incorporated will be cleaning and Hydro testing the pipeline bore between January 10th and 31st, 2017.
The testing will be taking place possibly 24 hours a day until they are finished. The location will be approximately 3,000 feet and 3.85 miles East of Hwy 118 Crossing as well as 2.7 miles west of FM 1703.
Pumpco has been granted a temporary Outdoor lighting permit during this time period. Pumpco will have light plants set up at all locations during construction/testing while they complete this project.

Explanation of Hydro Testing and Running PIGS:

HYDRO TESTING:
Pumpco will be finishing up hydro testing on section 7, January 10th, 2017. The locations for this test will be located on the right of way 3,000 feet and 3.85 miles east of Hwy 118 pipeline crossing.
Once testing of section 7 is complete Pumpco will start transferring water to section 8. This process should take approximately 3 days at which time Pumpco will have the testing crews at the locations stated above for section 7, as well as the end of section 8, located 2.7 miles west of the FM 1703 pipeline crossing. These crews will be working 24 hours per day until the water is transferred, which should be no later than Saturday.
[bookmark: _GoBack]When transfer of water to test section 8 is completed Pumpco will then start testing of section 8, from 3,000 feet east of Hwy 118 to 2.7 miles west of FM 1703. Pumpco will have crews set up at these locations 24 hours a day and should take no longer than 3 days.
Then transfer of water to section 9 will start after the completion of section 8 hydro test. Pumpco will complete this in approximately 4 days to transfer the water at which time crews will be on site 24 hours a day.
Then hydro test of section 9 will begin at the location 2.7 miles west of FM 1703. Upon completion of hydro test which should last no more than 4 days to transfer water to the next section at the same location.



RUNNINGS PIGS:
Pumpco is currently running pigs (CLEANING THE PIPE) in preparation of hydro testing at the beginning of section 9, located 2.7 miles west of the FM 1703pipeline crossing. This crew will be working 24 hours per day until completed.

BORING:
Pumpco is currently boring the Union Pacific rail road, located 2.7 miles west of FM 1703 pipeline crossing. This crew will be working 24 hours a day until completed which should be January 16th, 2017.
